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CRAFT TIME

W H AT  Y O U  N E E D :  “I Can Follow Jesus” Activity Page, cardstock, washable 
ink pads, scissors, baby wipes, and a permanent marker

W H AT  Y O U  D O : 
B E F O R E  T H E  A C T I V I T Y :  Copy “I Can Follow Jesus” on cardstock, one per 
child. Write each child’s name on their paper. 

D U R I N G  T H E  A C T I V I T Y :  Encourage children to fill in the ovals leading to 
Jesus with their fingerprints. Clean hands as needed. 

W H AT  Y O U  S AY : 
D U R I N G  T H E  A C T I V I T Y :  “Look, there’s a path on your paper leading to 
Jesus. Let’s fill the path with your sweet fingerprints. Hold up one finger and 
dip it on the ink pad. Then, press it on your paper in one of the ovals. (Pause.) 
Keep going! Press your finger on the ink pad again as you need to until you 
fill in the whole path. Great job! [Child’s name], you can follow Jesus because 
Jesus loves you. Jesus loves everyone.”
