BASIC TRUTH

I should treat others the way
I want to be treated.
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Before kids arrive, take a few moments to pray for them. Pray
for those who might visit your group for the first time. Take

a moment to express gratitude for the gifts God gave you to
serve others as a young kid. Thank God for showing us that
no matter how old you are, you can make a big difference.
Ask God to help you encourage the kids, reminding them that
their words and actions matter, and that they have unique
gifts to be an example to others.

1. EARLY ARRIVER

WHAT YOU NEED: Offering container

WHAT YOU DO:

Welcome kids by name as they arrive!

Introduce yourself to any new kids and connect them with the other kids in
your group.

Invite any kids who brought an offering to place it in the container.

Direct the kids to stand in a straight line (with some personal space between
them) so that each kid is looking at the back of the kid in front of them.
Explain to kids that you will play a telephone game but with a twist of
movement and silence.

Direct the kid at the end of the line to tap the shoulder of the kid in front of
them.

Direct the kid who did the tapping to perform a physical motion (like waving
their hands, doing a silly dance, making hand motions, etc.).

Instruct the kid who was tapped to turn around and silently view what the kid
who tapped them does.

Instruct the kid who was tapped to turn around, tap the shoulder of the kid in
front of them, and try to recreate the motion they saw.

Continue in this way until the motion reaches the first kid in line.

The motion will likely end up very silly and unlike the original one!

2. OPENING ACTIVITY
WHAT YOU NEED: "Pictionrade” Activity Page, paper, and
pencils/markers

WHAT YOU DO:

* Divide the group into two teams.

* Spread the teams out in your group area.

» Give each team a couple of sheets of paper and a pencil.

» Direct each team to divide into three equal roles—artists, actors, and talkers.
o For example: you could have 3 artists, 3 actors, and 3 talkers on each team.

» Stand in the middle of the teams.

* When you say “"Go!," instruct each team to send someone to run to you in the
middle.

» Once kids reach the middle, secretly and quietly share a different word from
the "Pictionrade” Activity Page with each of them.

* Instruct the kids who came to you to race back to their teams.
o If the runner is an artist, instruct them to draw what you shared for their team.
o If the runner is an actor, direct them to act out what you shared for their team.
o |f the runner is a talker, instruct them to describe the word for their team.

* Share that artists cannot act or talk, actors cannot talk or draw, and the
talkers cannot act, draw or say any part of the word.

» Direct the kids only to use that one skill they've been assigned to get their
teammates to guess the word.

* Once a team guesses correctly, direct that team to tag a different kid to race
to the middle and choose a new word.

e Continue to play as time and interest allow.

WHAT YOU SAY:

“You all did an incredible job acting, drawing, and talking about our Pictionrade
words! If you remember, the artists couldn't act or talk, the actors couldn’t talk
or draw, and the talkers couldn’t act or draw. You each had some limitations,

so everything you said and did mattered! [Transition] Today, we're going to
learn some truth from the Bible about someone who used his words to make a
difference. Let's go!”

*1. MOVE IT
[TALK ABOUT GOD | BIBLE STORY REVIEW]
WHAT YOU NEED: “Move It" Activity Page

WHAT YOU DO:
» Gather your group together facing you.
e Invite the kids to create motions for the words below.

= SAY

s LIVE

= LOVE

= BELIEVE
= PURE

* Practice together a few times.

* Read a recap of the Bible Story from the “Move It" Activity Page

* Asyou read, instruct the kids to do the motions when you say: SAY, LIVE, LOVE,
BELIEVE, or PURE.

» Continue until the “Move It" Activity Page is read.

WHAT YOU SAY:

“You all caught all the words we created motions to! We can learn a lot about
how to lead by example when we look at Timothy's life! Timothy didn't have
an easy job. I'm sure it was hard to be in charge of a whole church of people—
including many people who were older than him.

“But Paul knew that Timothy could handle it with God's help! No matter our age,
God is with us and has a purpose for us right now! Even as a kid, everything you
say and do matters. The way you care about people, the way you handle tough
situations, the words you say—it all can make a big difference to those around
you. You don’t have to wait until you're a grown-up! Like Timothy, you can make
a difference right now.”

[Make It Personal] (Talk about a time when you had to make a choice to lead
by example—make sure to keep it kid-friendly! Maybe you used your words
to lift someone up, you made the wise choice in a tough situation, you loved
others by putting someone else first, you trusted in God’s promises, or you
tried to be careful with what you put into your heart and mind.)

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2. TALENT CHAIN

[LIVE FOR GOD | APPLICATION ACTIVITY]

WHAT YOU NEED: Strips of construction paper, pens, and
tape

WHAT YOU DO:

* Give each kid three strips of construction paper.

* Ask kids to think about what some of their gifts or talents might be to spark
their thinking about the way God made them.
o If kids are stumped, invite the other group members to share ideas.

Sometimes it's hard for us to see what we're good at!

= Remind the kids that these can be physical talents or character strengths.

» Share with kids that God has given us all so many different gifts, and we are
all unique!

* On each strip of paper, invite kids to write down one talent that they're
thinking about.

* Then, collect all the strips of paper and connect them together with tape to
create a “talent chain.”

* Invite kids to observe the "talent chain.”

WHAT YOU SAY:
“God has given us all so many different gifts, not just one! That means we all get
to be an example to others in our own unique way.

“Pay attention to what you say, because your words can help or hurt someone else.
“Set an example in the way you live. Let people see the goodness of God by the
choices you make. Ask God to help you make wise decisions and choose a good

attitude—even on difficult days.

“Be a leader in how you love others. Show Jesus’ love to those around you by
genuinely caring about others and putting others first.

“Set an example in what you believe. Trust what is written in the Bible and in
what God has promised you. You can see how God has already acted in your life

and the lives of others when you look back.

“Show others how to be pure. Be careful with what you put in your mind and
heart—like the shows and movies you watch and the music you listen to.

“"When you choose to be an example to others in your own unique way, you can
make a difference right now.”
