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PROVIDING TIME FOR FUN INTERACTION
15 MINUTES

PRELUDE SOCIAL STORY WORSHIP GROUPS HOME

Before kids arrive, take a few moments to be quiet with 
Jesus. Allow Him to give you peace as you prepare to lead 
your students today in a conversation about how God has 
made each of them unique to make a difference in the world 
around them.

1.  J U S T  F O R  F U N
W H AT  Y O U  N E E D :  Offering container

W H AT  Y O U  D O : 
• Greet kids by name as they arrive. 
• Invite kids who brought an offering to place it in the offering container. 
• Ask everyone to kneel in a circle, placing their palms flat on the floor.  
• Instruct kids to cross their left arm over the right arm of the kid beside them, 

placing their palms back on the floor. 
• Join the circle yourself to demonstrate and model how to play. 
• Explain how to play. 

 ú Share with kids that you will begin the game by tapping your left hand on 
the floor. 

 ú Moving clockwise (to your left), the next hand (the kid’s right hand that’s to 
your left) will tap the floor.

 ú The pattern will continue in that direction without skipping any hands. 
 ú If someone double-taps the floor, the direction of play reverses, and kids 

will go counterclockwise around the circle. 
 ú If someone makes a mistake (for example, taps out of turn), the hand that 

made the mistake is removed from the game. That kid will continue the 
game using only their remaining hand. 

 ú If a player makes two mistakes, they are out of the game.  
• Continue playing until only one person remains in the game. 
• If time allows and kids are still interested, start a new round.

1.  T A K E  A  S N A P S H O T
[ L I V E  F O R  G O D  |  A P P L I C AT I O N  A C T I V I T Y ]
W H AT  Y O U  N E E D :  Pens, basket, floor tape, prepared “Gift 
Cards” Activity Page

W H AT  Y O U  D O :
• Give each kid a pen and one set of three gift cards from 

the “Gift Cards” Activity Pages.
• Explain to kids that God has given each of us unique gifts we can use to make 

a difference! 
• Invite kids to complete the sentences on their gift cards, thinking about their 

interests, hobbies, and skills.
• Prompts on the card include:

 ú “I have . . .”
 ú “I like to . . .”
 ú “I know how to . . .”

• While the kids are writing, use floor tape to create a large circle on the floor, 
marking an “x” for each kid to stand on.

• After the kids finish, collect and shuffle all the cards, placing them in a basket. 
• Direct kids to stand on the “x” marks in the circle.
• Place the basket on the floor in front of one of the kids.
• Instruct kids to move to the left two times.
• Each kid should now be standing on a new “x.”
• Invite the kid standing before the basket to pick three cards and read them 

aloud. 
• Ask kids to consider how those combined gifts and interests could be used to 

serve God and make a difference. 
• Give any kids who want to share their thoughts a chance to do so. 
• Mix the cards back into the basket.
• Instruct kids to move to the right or left however many times you want, but be 

sure every kid ends up in front of the basket at some point.
• Explain to kids that when you shout “FIRE IN THE LAB!” everyone should move 

to a different spot anywhere in the circle.
• Repeat the process, letting kids pick cards and move in various directions until 

everyone has had a turn.
• Call out “FIRE IN THE LAB!” a few times throughout the activity.

 ú What are some character traits that make people different from 

one another? (Some ideas for kids could include bold, quiet, brave, 
compassionate, sense of humor, and creativity.) 

• How can God use our personality to make a difference?
• Why do you think we refer to our skills and talents as “gifts”?
• What can you do to discover what you are good at?

W H AT  Y O U  N E E D :  No supplies needed

W H AT  Y O U  D O : 
• Divide your group into pairs. It’s okay if there’s a group of 
three. 

• Direct kids to pray silently for the person in their group to use their gifts, 
talents, and skills to make a difference this week. 

• After a few minutes, invite kids to join you in a circle.
• Invite any kids who would like to pray aloud for the group to do so. 
• Close the group in prayer.
