Host enters.

[name of your environment]. If you’re happy to be here, say, ‘Woohoooo!’
(Pause for responses.) If you’ve been made by God, say, ‘Yippeeeeee!’ (Pause
for responses.) 

“Yes, this month we’re talking about how God MADE us. In fact, God made
each of us completely unique and special. Think about that for a second. Every
single person in the whole world is one of a kind. God is so creative! “To get us
started today, I’ve got a fun game that ALL of us can play. We’re here today in
the [name of your environment] Sound Lab . . . and that means we get to
make some fun sounds and noises together! 

“Here, let’s practice. “Make the sound of a motorcycle. (Pause for responses.)
“Now make the sound of a seagull. (Pause for responses.) 
“Now make the sound of bubble gum popping. (Pause for responses.) 

“Great job! Now, here’s how we play the game. I’m so excited, I recently found
this AMAZING piece of technlogoy called the SoundFXGenerator 3000! I simply
push this button, and it generates amazing AI generated Audio Sound FX. It’s
gonna BLOW your mind! Okay - the game. For each round, I’ll give you two
choices of sounds you can make. You have to choose one or the other! I’ll give
you a second to make that sound. Then I’ll press this button (reference the
game button) and we’ll hear ONE of those two sounds. If it’s not the sound
you just made, you can make your sound again while you sit down. If it IS the
sound you just made, you can make that sound again and stay on your feet,
because you’re still in the game. Make sense?

The Pharaoh was the leader of Egypt—the one who ruled over the
Israelites and one of the Pharaohs who had made their lives really hard. Imagine that—Moses grew up in his house! 

“Moses grew up. And one day, he did something that he knew would make the Pharaoh angry. So he ran away.

STORYTELLER:“Hi, friends! I love spending time with all of you here at [name of your environment]. On top of that, we
get to learn more about God together. It doesn’t get much better than that! Today, our story comes from the second
book of the Bible: Exodus. (Hold up Bible.) 

“When we look back to the very beginning, we see how God made a beautiful world. But when people turned away
from God, the world was broken. Still, God had a plan to rescue us and restore our relationship. God chose one family,
the Israelites, and promised to bless the whole world through them. 

“Fast-forward a bit . . . and, sadly, the Israelites were enslaved in Egypt for a long time. They cried out to God for help.
And one day, at just the right time, God answered! That’s where today’s story picks up. “I heard that you had some fun
with sound effects earlier. I thought that would be a fun way to tell you what happened in this story too. 

I thought that maybe {HOST} could come back up and help tell the story with the SoundFXGenerator 3000! What do
you think? 

Have host come back up with the the SoundFXGenerator 3000!

STORYTELLER: “Now, the man who led God’s people during that time was named Moses. But Moses didn’t always
want to be a leader of the people. 

“Moses was an Israelite . . . but when he was just a baby . . .

So I have come down to save them
from the Egyptians. I will bring them up out of that land. I will bring them into a good land. . . . So now, go. I am sending
you to Pharaoh. I want you to bring the Israelites out of Egypt. They are my people.” (NIrV) 

“Moses wasn’t so sure about all of this. He didn’t believe that he could do something so big. In fact, at that point, he was
probably still feeling pretty scared.

STORYTELLER: “This was a lot for Moses to take in. First, he had seen a bush that was on fire, but didn’t burn up. Then
he heard God’s voice coming from the burning bush. Then, he saw his walking stick turn into a snake and back into a
stick again! 

“God gave Moses another sign after that. But Moses still wasn’t convinced that he was the man for the job. Moses told
God that he wasn’t a good speaker . . . and he asked God to send someone else to save the Israelites. 

“Still, God knew that this big job was part of Moses’s purpose. God told Moses that his brother, Aaron, would be able
to help.

When he did, it turned into a snake!

“What about your brother, Aaron the Levite? I know he can speak well. He is already on his way to meet you. He will be
glad to see you.

Moses wasn’t sure that he could be the one to lead God’s people like God asked him to
do. But God used Moses’ unique story, and the things that had happened to him, to make him ready for the big
purpose God had for his life.” 

STORYTELLER: “When God wants you to make a difference, God will help you do it! And each of us can make a
difference in our own special way. That’s because God made each of us different and unique.”

 “That’s right! And with God’s help, you can learn more about yourself so you can make a difference.”

STORYTELLER: “Part of that is discovering what you’re good at, or what comes naturally to you. Maybe you’re really
good at a certain subject in school, or you’re great at listening to your friends when they have a hard day. Maybe
you’re really funny and can brighten someone’s day by making them laugh.” 

HOST: “Sometimes it’s your unique life experiences that can help you make a difference. Maybe you’ll be able to
understand what someone else is going through in a way others can’t.” 

STORYTELLER: “Exactly. And when we follow Jesus, God sends the Holy Spirit to help us. Remember how God told
Moses, ‘I will be with you’? We know that God is with US too. [Basic Truth] We can trust God no matter what . . . and
we know that God can give us the wisdom and creativity we need to make a difference.” 

HOST: “Let’s pray now and ask God to help us with that.”
