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STORY TIME
Gather children on a rug or in a specific area of the classroom to tell the story.

L E A D E R :  “Hello, friends! I’m so glad to see you today. Come join me on the 
floor. Today’s true story from the Bible (hold up the Bible) is about the story of 
Easter. We celebrate Easter because Jesus is alive!”  (Draw a simple stick 
figure Jesus on the butcher paper.)

“One night at dinner, (draw a simple picture of Jesus and the disciples eating 
dinner) Jesus told His friends, the disciples, that He had to go away. But Jesus 
promised He would come back! Jesus went away (draw a picture of the tomb 
with the stone in front) and three days later . . . Jesus came back! (Draw stick 
figure Jesus beside the tomb with the stone rolled away.) What a happy day 
(draw one big happy face) because Jesus is alive!”  (Draw a large, red 
heart.)
