“Jesus CHOSE Simon, James, John, and Levi to be His followers. He said,
‘Follow Me!’ Did you know that Jesus chooses YOU and wants YOU to follow
Him too? Wow! Jesus want “It was interesting to discover what some of you
have in common and what some of you don’t. How did it make you feel to
share something in common with other kids in our group? When you have
something in common with others it tends to make you feel like you belong,
doesn’t it? It makes you feel like an insider. How did it make you feel not to
have the same experiences or likes? In our game, at some point you were
standing on the outside. 

“Each of us at some point has felt like an outsider. We felt like we just don’t
fit in. That can make you feel sad, lonely, insecure, and even scared. The
amazing thing about being a follower of Jesus is that you never have to
wonder if you belong. You belong to a family called the family of God.
[Bottom Line] I can have confidence because I belong.” 

[Make it personal] (Share about how knowing Jesus makes you feel safe
and loved. Or share how you, as a part of the family of God, have made
others feel safe and loved.)

Encourage the kids to dance around the room using their best dance
moves when you “press play.”
When the music stops, instruct the kids to freeze in place while you read a
statement. 
Tell the kids that if what you read applies to them, they should remain
frozen. 
If what you read doesn’t apply to them, direct them to unfreeze and come
stand next to you. 
When you “press play” again, the frozen kids should start dancing until
the music stops. 
For the next rounds, add one more rule: If the statement you read is true
of the kids standing next to you, they can rejoin the dance. 
Continue freeze dancing until all the statements are read.

“In today’s story, we heard about how Jesus welcomed everyone! He could
have been friends with swanky, rich people who had all the best stuff, but
instead He chose normal, regular people. He even chose people who lots of
other people would never have chosen to be friends with. Jesus welcomed
everyone, no matter who they were, and made them feel like they belong.
God wants everybody to know they belong with Him. And we do too! 

In our Memory Verse this week, Jesus tells us to love each other like He loves
us. How can you welcome others and make them feel like they belong like
Jesus does for us?” (Pause to allow for discussion.)

Invite kids to sit in a circle.
Display the verse page so it is visible to all kids. 
Say the verse together a few times. 
Select one “guesser” to leave the room (or turn their back). 
Tell them that when they return, they are not allowed to see the verse.
Ask a kid to point to one word from the verse so the other kids can see it.
(Ask the kid to point to a word silently if the “guesser” has just turned
their back.) 
Turn the verse page over so the words can’t be seen. 
Invite the “guesser” to return to the group (or to turn back around). 
Lead the group to say the verse, but to clap on the selected word without
saying it. 
Direct the “guesser” to say the word that was skipped. 
If they get stumped, let them look at the verse. 
Let the guesser choose the next guesser and be the one to pick the next
missing word.

WHAT YOU NEED:

Pass out an Index card to every child. 
In colored marker, invite the kids to write the word “belong” on today’s
card.
As the kids write, ask:

Where or who makes you feel like you belong? (Some suggestions
might include: their family, a specific person, church, sports team,
school, clubs) 
How does it make you feel to know you belong? (some suggestions
might include safe, known, confident, bold, loved)
If they have room, they can write another word to represent how they
feel when they belong or where they belong.

Close in prayer. 

WHAT YOU DO:

“God, thank You for giving us places and people who make us feel like we
belong. We are grateful that we always have a place to belong with You and with
the family of God. Thank You for making us feel loved, safe, known, and
confident. Thank You that [Bottom Line] I can have confidence because I
belong. Please work through us to help others feel the same way. We pray these
things in Jesus’ name. Amen.
