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CRAFT TIME

W H AT  Y O U  N E E D :  “Food for 5,000” Activity Page, cardstock, dot markers, 
baby wipes, and a permanent marker

W H AT  Y O U  D O : 
B E F O R E  T H E  A C T I V I T Y :  Copy “Food for 5,000” on cardstock, one per child. 
Write each child’s name on their paper. 

D U R I N G  T H E  A C T I V I T Y :  Encourage children to fill in their fish and bread 
with the dot markers. Clean hands as needed. 

W H AT  Y O U  S AY : 
D U R I N G  T H E  A C T I V I T Y :  “Look! Your paper has one, two fish; and one, two, 
three, four, five loaves of bread! That’s how much food there was in our Bible 
Story today! Jesus thanked God for the food and fed 5,000 people! Use the 
dot markers to fill the bread and fish. (Pause.) Super! (Clean hands as needed.) 
Jesus helped feed the hungry people because Jesus loved them. Helping is 
one way Jesus showed us how to love others. Jesus shows you how to 
love others.”
