@ What You Say

“Can you point to baby Moses on your paper? (PAUSE.) There he is! See
these lines? (POINT TO THE GRASS OUTLINES.) Use the marker to fill them
in so they can become the tall, tall grass and hide baby Moses. (PAUSE.)
Great job! Moses' mom hid him in the tall, tall grass to keep him safe
because she knew that God had plans for him and [BOTTOM LINE] God
has plans for you.”
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
